Practice adding and subtracting 

using  playing cards.

Have your child 

practice writing their 

numbers. Fun ideas 

include drawing in 

sand, sidewalk chalk, 

and painting.   

    Talk about time.      

Talk about how many 

minutes until an event  or 

between events. 

Practice     

using a ruler 

to measure   

objects. 

Play “I Spy” while 

driving looking for 

shapes and num-

bers in real life. 

Give them word problems to solve while 
you are waiting in line or at the doctor.   

Count the dots on dominos and add them.
